Fishing Notes

TROUT FISHING RULES:

2026 Trout season begins April 4th.

The daily limit is 3 trout per person, 6 trout per family.

Guests are welcome after May 15th, if accompanied by a member.

Record the type of trout and how many you catch in the fish register located in the main club house
upstairs. Both lakes will be closed to fishing annually on March 15th, until opening day.

NEW RULES: Return all Crappies that are caught to the lake. In an effort to improve the crappie
fishery, members are encouraged to keep any bluegill or walleye that are caught. ALSO: The upper
lake is catch and release, artificial lure only. -

TROUT SIGN OUT NOTICE: Please sign out all of the Trout caught in either lake, the fish log book is
focatedimthe fowerclubhouse by the front door.

RUNTING NOTES

Register at the main clubhouse before you hunt during ALL hunting seasons

Wear fluorescent orange clothing

No pheasant hunting before 8 AM

Pheasant hunting only, is permitted on Sunday

2 pheasants & 1 chukar /day/hunter

Record what you kill and tag each bird BEFORE you leave the club. The bird tags are located with the
register in the main clubhouse.
